ORDER

Eligible research scholars are being granted University JRF for a tenure of first three and a
half years of their research period. The Vice-Chancellor had given assurance in the meeting of the
Senate to examine the matter of extending the tenure of University JRF given to full-time scholars
from three and a half years to five years, vide paper read as (1) above.

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 11.07.2018, vide paper read (3) above, considered the
above matter along with the recommendations of the Standing Committee of the Academic Council,
vide paper read as (2) above, and resolved that the tenure of University JRF given to Research
Scholars be enhanced to five years and also be made applicable to all existing scholars.

In the light of the decision of the Syndicate, vide paper read as (3) above, the Standing
Committee of the Academic Council held on 05.11.2018, vide paper read as (4) above,
recommended that the extension of the tenure of fellowship beyond three and a half years shall be
considered only upon the positive recommendation after an assessment of the work by the Doctoral
Committee, Dean and an outside expert to be nominated by the Vice-Chancellor from a panel of 3
members submitted by the supervising teacher.

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 28.03.2019, vide paper read as (6) above resolved to
consider only those research scholars who have been awarded University JRF for extension of
tenure of the same beyond three and a half years.

Sanction has, therefore been accorded by the Vice- Chancellor to implement the following
with regard to the extension of the tenure of University JRF beyond the first three and a half years

of the research period.
